Maria Montessori

· “Children are human beings to whom respect is due, superior to us by reason of their innocence and of the greater possibilities of their future.”

· To stimulate life, leaving it free, however, to unfold itself – That is the first duty of the educator.

· The teacher’s mission has for it’s aim something constant and exact, bearing in mind the words, “He must grow while I diminish.
· We must help the child act, think, and will for himself. This is the art of serving the spirit, an art that can be practiced to perfection only when working with children.

· The first aim of the prepared environment is, as far as possible, to render the growing child independent of the adult.
· It is necessary for the teacher to guide the child without letting him feel her presence too much, so that she may always be ready to supply the desired help but may never be the obstacle between the child and his experience.

· The training of the teacher is something far more than learning ideas. It includes the training of character. It is a preparation of the spirit.
· The prize and punishment are incentives towards unnatural or forced effort, and therefore we cannot speak of the natural development of the child in connection with them.
· Education is a natural process carried out by the human individual, and is acquired not by listening to words, but by experiences in the environment
